Global Health Initiative (GHI)

GHI STUDENT MOBILITY AGREEMENT
This agreement is entered into between:

The University of British Columbia (UBC) acting through Global Health Initiative (GHI) and __________________ (the Student)

WHEREAS:

The Student wishes to participate in a GHI travel program under the terms and conditions set forth below.

1. With respect to traveling to and volunteering in another country the Student understands, agrees and acknowledges that:

a) Due to the international aspect of the program, circumstances beyond the control of UBC/GHI may arise including war, civil unrest, or natural disasters that may require a modification or termination of the program.

b) The Student has been informed of the risks associated with foreign travel, which without restricting the generality of the foregoing, include:

i. Injury or death suffered:

1. due to the acts of third parties including acts that would be regarded as criminal acts under Canadian law and acts of terrorism or war,

2. due to being a passenger in or operating an airplane, motor vehicle, boat, bicycle or any other means of transportation,

3. due to illnesses and the lack of medical personnel or medical facilities to treat injuries or illnesses, and

ii. Standards of criminal justice that is different than Canadian standards.

c) The student is subject to the laws of the host country and agrees to abide by those laws. The Student acknowledges that UBC/GHI has no obligation or duty to assist the Student in the event the Student is arrested or charged with transgressing any law of any foreign country.

d) The Student has been advised to arrange for extended medical insurance coverage on the Student’s own behalf that will cover any medical or hospital expenses that he/she may incur during the Program and any travel period before or after the Program. The Student agrees to obtain such medical insurance at the Student’s own expense. 
e) The Student is responsible for obtaining any visas or permits that may be necessary to travel to foreign countries.

f) The Student is responsible for obtaining any vaccinations or inoculations that are recommended or required by the government of a foreign country in which the Student will be traveling, or by the Canadian government for persons entering Canada from a foreign country.

g) The Student is responsible for making all travel arrangements that may be associated with the Program and, notwithstanding that UBC/GHI may provide information with regard to travel arrangements, UBC/GHI does not warrant the safety of any carrier and is not responsible for the acts or omissions of any carrier.

h) The Student is exclusively responsible for making all arrangements for their accommodation during the Program and, notwithstanding that UBC/GHI may provide information to the Student with regard to accommodations, UBC/GHI does not warrant the quality or safety of any accommodation and UBC/GHI is not responsible for the acts or omissions of the operators of any place of accommodation.
i) The Student has been advised to attend predeparture safety training workshops and review and complete the predeparture checklist.
2. The Student consents to the disclosure by UBC/GHI during the Student’s participation in the Program of any personal information that is in the possession of UBC/GHI that maybe necessary in any or all of the following circumstances:

a) To a hospital, supervising medical personnel, provider of medical treatment or next of kin where a representative of UBC/GHI is informed that the Student may require medical attention or treatment.

b) To an official of a Canadian Consulate or the Canadian Government, an airline on the which the Student is booked as a passenger, or an agency that is responsible for the Students’ travel arrangements where a representative of UBC/GHI is informed that the information is required to satisfy the immigration or visa requirements of any country in which the Student is traveling or plans to travel, or to facilitate the Student’s travel in conjunction with the Program.

c) To law enforcement authorities where UBC/GHI is informed that the information is required to assist the Student.

3. The Student agrees to assume all of the risks related to the Student’s death, any personal injuries to the Student, or damage to property or loss to the Student’s property, of whatsoever nature or kind howsoever arising out of the Student’s participation in the Program.

4. The Student WAIVES, RELEASES AND DISCHARGES UBC/GHI, the members of UBC’s Board of Governors and anyone employed by or acting on behalf of UBC/GHI from any and all claims, causes of action, and any liability for personal injury, death, damage to property or loss of whatsoever nature or kind and howsoever caused which the Student or the Student’s heirs, executors, administrators, or anyone else may have arising out of or in any way related to the Student’s participation in the Program, the Student’s residency in the host country, and any travel to or from the Program.

The Student acknowledges that prior to signing this agreement he/she has read and understood the agreement and waiver of liability in its entirety and is aware that by signing this document, he/she is affecting the legal rights of himself/herself, his/her heirs, next of kin, executors, administrators and assigns.
